Biographical Note

James David Moses Sr. (1879-1970) was born in Emporia, Kansas. Moses Sr. first
attended Emporia College, before coming to Illinois in 1903. He was a Millikin student
from 1903-1906. While at Millikin, Moses Sr. was one of the founding members of
Millikin’s first fraternity, Kappa Delta Chi. Moses Sr. was also chosen to be the captain
of the first two Millikin baseball teams (1904, 1905), was active in the Orlandian Literary




(aside from his obituary glued to the inside front cover of the scrapbook) All of the
information in the scrapbook relates to his time at Millikin, or his activities with the
university after his graduation.
